MELEK MAZICI
ENDLESSNESS
05.04. — 04.05. 2024

Bringing together Melek Mazicr’s latest works, her solo exhibition Endlessness, takes place at
Galeri Nev Istanbul between April 5 — May 4, 2024. The Helsinki-based artist, known for her
exploration of the inclusive qualities of white space in her 2016 exhibition Colors on White, at
Galeri Nev Istanbul, returns to the Istanbul scene after seven years. Working primarily on paper
and canvas, Mazic1’s pieces are celebrated for their rich blend of form, color, and light, inviting
viewers to intertwine their own experiences and emotions with the imagery. Through the title
Endlessness, Mazic1 highlights the ever-unfolding array of details and perspectives waiting to be
discovered anew with each counter of her work.

Mazic1 meticulously employs light, color, and form to craft a simple yet profound visual language
in her paintings. She seamlessly merges colors from her native Turkey, the landscapes of her
longtime home in Finland, and the teachings of Far Eastern culture that extol simplicity. Her recent
works, emanating from her studio in Helsinki over the past two years, stem from an unmediated,
boundless, and flexible dialogue with her viewer. Drawing inspiration from nature, Mazic1 reflects
on the impressions it leaves upon her and her collaboration with the subconscious as the primary
sources of her artistic creations. Throughout this exhibition, the artist delves into the ever-evolving
relationship that viewers form with her works, ripe for reinterpretation with each encounter. For
Mazici, the expansive white canvas serves as a conduit, transforming into an intermediary space
inviting viewers into her creations. Amidst vibrant hues of blue, green, and turquoise, reminiscent
of the imminent arrival of spring, bursts of red evoke a fiery energy. Mazici also emphasizes the
elemental presence of water, both physically and conceptually, within her paintings. With each
layer of water depicted, Mazici plunges into a metaphorical dive, capturing an array of colors that
shift and diversify as depth is explored. Working with mainly watercolor and acrylic, and
employing music, rthythm, color and the fluidity of water, Mazic1’s paintings exude a sense of
freedom and transparency.

The exhibition is accompanied by a book in English, including an interview with Melek Mazic1 by
Harri Saukkomaa and a text by Seda Yoriiker on the artist's work and practice. The book, which
bears the same title as the exhibition, also includes photographs from Mazic1's studio and images
of her work.

About the Artist:

Melek Mazic1 (1956, Istanbul) graduated from Mimar Sinan Fine Arts University, Department of
Painting in 1981 and completed her master's degree in engraving and printmaking at the Academy



of Fine Arts in Helsinki between 1985-1989 and at the Royal Academy in Stockholm between
1989-1990. Mazict's solo exhibitions include Galleria Prikko-Liisa Topelius (Helsinki, 2020),
Galeri Nev Istanbul (Istanbul, 2016, 2010, 2006, 2002, 1999), Elisabeth Robert Gallery
(Washington, 2003), Gallery Krista Mikola (Helsinki, 2003), Finnish Cultural Institute (Tallinn,
1999), Gallery Source Kind (Luxembourg, 1994) and Gallery Joes (Turku, 1987). International
Print Triennial (Lahti, 2002), Institut Finlandais (Paris, 1998) and Die 9th Kunstmesse der
Kunstlerinnen (Bonn, 1993). Mazici, whose works are included in various collections such as
Helsinki Museum, Finland State Collection, Turku Municipality Collection, Alvar Aalto Museum,
Paulo Foundation, Kouvala Art Museum, Aieen Art Museum, Oko Bank, Oulu Art Museum, lives
and works in Helsinki.

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Melek Mazicr’'nin son donem {iretimlerini bir araya getiren Endlessness adli kisisel sergisi, 5
Nisan — 4 Mayis 2024 tarihleri arasinda Galeri Nev Istanbul’da gergeklesiyor. Cogunlukla k&gt
ve tuval {izerine ¢aligan sanat¢inin zengin bir form, renk ve 151k kullanimiyla bilinen eserleri, kendi
zihnindeki imgeleri izleyicilerin deneyim ve duygulariyla bulusturmasina imkan veriyor. 2016°da
Galeri Nev Istanbul’da gergeklesen Beyaz Uzerine Renkler adli sergisinde beyaz alanm kapsayici
ve biitiinleyici 6zelliklerini aragtiran Helsinki merkezli sanatginin eserleri, yedi yil aradan sonra
yeniden Istanbullu izleyicisiyle bulusuyor. Mazic1, "Endlessness" bashgiyla, izleyicinin eserlerini
her goriisiinde kesfetme potansiyeline sahip oldugu yeni ayrintilar1 ve farkli bakis agilarinin siirekli
akigin1 vurguluyor.

Resimlerinde yalin bir dili olusturan 151k, renk ve form gibi olgular titizlikle kullanan Mazici,
dogup biiyiidiigii Tiirkiye’den renkleri, uzun siiredir yasadig1 Finlandiya topraklarindan peyzaj ve
manzaralari, Uzak Dogu kiiltiiriiniin sade olani 6ne ¢ikaran Ogretileriyle bir araya getiriyor. Son
iki yildir Helsinki’de bulunan atolyesinde gerceklestirdigi eserleriyse sanat¢inin izleyiciyle
kurdugu aracisiz, sinirlari ¢izilmemis, esnek iletisim bigiminden yola ¢ikiyor. Uretimlerinin temel
kaynaklar1 olarak dogayi, doga ve ¢evrenin kendisi tlizerinde biraktig1 izlenimleri ve bilingaltiyla
i birligi icinde olma halini isaret eden Mazici, bu sergide izleyicinin eserleriyle kurdugu ve her
seferinde yeniden tanimlanmaya agik olan iliskiyi ele aliyor. Yogun, katmanl, ¢arpici veya
rahatlatic1 renklerin uzandig1 sonsuz beyaz espas, sanatgiya gore miizikteki ve Japon siirindeki
sessizlikle dogrudan bir iliski kuruyor. Bu beyazlik, renksiz bir yiizey olmaktan ¢ikip mekan
araciligiyla izleyicinin eserlerin icerisine girebilmesini saglayan bir ara alana doniisiiyor. Eserlerde
daha ¢ok mavi, yesil, turkuaz gibi yogun ve canlhi renkler gelmekte olan yeni bahari siirekli
hatirlatircasina bir araya geliyor. Renklerin ortasindaysa, kimi zaman kiigiik bir yangina benzer,
bir kirmizi tonunun sigramasi géze ¢arpiyor. Mazici, ayrica resimlerinde fiziksel ve kavramsal
olarak su unsuruna énem veriyor. Resimlerindeki su katmanlarin1 gordiigiinde fiziksel bir dalis
hissine kapilan sanat¢i, bu su alanlarinda farkli renk tonlarini1 yakaliyor ve derinlere indik¢e bu

renkler degiserek ¢esitleniyor. Miizik, ritim, renk gibi suyun malzeme olarak verdigi 6zgiirliik ve



seffaflig1 da resimlerinde kullanan sanatginin ana malzemelerini ise sulu boya ve akrilik boya

olusturuyor.

Sergiye, Harri Saukkomaa’nin Melek Mazicr’yla gergeklestirdigi bir roportajin ve Seda
Yoriker’in sanatginin eserleri ve pratigine dair kaleme aldig1 bir metnin de yer aldig1 Ingilizce bir
kitap eslik ediyor. Sergiyle ayn1 adi tasiyan kitapta Mazici’nin atdlyesinden fotograflar ve eser

gorselleri de yer aliyor.
