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"KAFES"

Mike Berg’in Galeri Nev istanbul’daki altinci kisisel sergisi 16 Ocak’ta agihyor.

Galeri Nev’de 2003’ten bu yana dizenlendigi kisisel sergilerinde asit indirme, lazer kesim, sujeti
demir calismalar ile desen, dokuma ve heykel gibi farkli malzeme ve tekniklerde eserlerini sunan
sanatcl Mike Berg bu kez ziyaretgileri anitsal tek bir heykelin yer aldigi bir sergi ile karsihyor. Bir
onceki Simple Geometry sergisinde de yer alan "kafes" fikri Uzerinden ilerleyen ¢alismalarla
ortaya konan heykel igerigi farkh bir yaklagimla yeniden ele aliyor.

Calisma yontemini "bir fikir veya bir grup kural ile basladigi sirecin nereye vardigini takip
etmek" olarak ifade eden Mike Berg i¢in yaratim slreci sanatin kendisi. Bu suregte farkli
kiltarlerin ve tarihsel kesitlerin kontrast niteliklerini sanat tarihinin kaynaklariyla sentezliyor; bu
sentez ile ortaya koydugu, hesap ve tesadufiin ortaklasa belirledigi isler Gzerinden ironik bir
sekilde gelecege atifta bulunuyor.

Medeniyetlerin zamansal ve mekansal olarak belirlenmis kilturel yapilarindan bagimsiz; bir
baska deyisle sinirsiz bir bellekten yola ¢ikan Berg, eser sahibi olarak kendi beraberinde gelen
birikimi de yapitin icinden bltlnuyle sékerek cismin 6ztnu ve hafizasini ortaya ¢ikaran bir
yalinliga ulagmayi amacliyor. Bu bakimdan sembolizm, anlam ve icgerige iliskin referanslarini
yapitlarinin merkezine okunur sekilde yerlestirmek yerine dolayl olarak aktarmayl secen
sanatgl, Uretim surecine fiziksel kosullar kadar metafizik duyumlari da dahil ediyor.

Klasikten ¢agdasa muzigin farkh turlerindeki ritim ve harmoni gibi dgeler eserlerin form, renk,
doku ve baglamina 6nemli dlgclde etki ediyor. Ayrica 1sik-golge oyunlarinin arttirdigr motif
cesitliligi izleyiciyi dizensiz ve dengesiz gibi gorinenin ardindaki his/mantik duzenini; kendi
ritmini bulmus bir varolusu duyumsamaya davet ediyor.

Stanley Moss, sanatin 6ziinde bizi icine dahil ettigini mi yoksa disinda mi biraktigina dair

kiskirtici bir soruya isaret ediyor: "Pasif bir durusla geride duruyor, kendimizi i¢ine hapsolmus
olarak mi hayal ediyoruz, yoksa bu temasa bir davet mi?"

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"CAGE"

Mike Berg’s sixth solo exhibition at Galeri Nev istanbul opens on January 16.

Mike Berg, has been presenting his art in a diverse range of medium and techniques from acid
etching, laser cut, water jet iron works as well as drawings, textiles and sculptures at Galeri Nev
since 2003. In this show the artist will exhibit a single monumental sculpture. Working with the
idea of a "Cage", the current sculpture takes a different approach to a theme from his previous
exhibition, Simple Geometry.

The process itself is the art to Mike Berg who describes his method of working as "starting with
an idea or a set of rules for a procedure and seeing where it will go". In this process he
synthesizes the contrasting features of distinct cultures and historical cross sections with his
personal art historical understanding. Through this sythesis he conceives his works that are
determined both by calculations and chance, and makes an ironic attribution to future.

Independent of civilizations’ temporally and spatially established cultural structures - in other
words with an infinite recollection; Berg strives to achieve a simplicity that reveals its own
memory and essence by removing all his accumulations as the author. In that aspect, he
chooses to convey his symbolic, semantic and contextual references indirectly rather than
placing them centrally in his works. In his productive process the metaphysical susceptibilities
come into play just as much as the physical circumstances.

From classical to contemporary, compositional elements in different genres of music such as
the rhythm and harmony profoundly influence the form, color, texture and context of his works.
Furthermore the variation of patterns enhanced by the interplay of light and shadow invites the
viewers to perceive the peculiar coordination of emotion and logic; a sort of existance that has
found its own rhythm beyond what seems as irregular and imbalanced.

Stanley Moss points out to the provocative question about whether art in its essence includes

or excludes us: "Do we stand back in a passive posture, imagine ourselves caught within, or is
this an invitation to touch?"

Opening on January 16 at Galeri Nev istanbul, the work is on exhibit through February 21, 2015.
